You could be a Parent Governor
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	Parent/Carer governors are people who would like to help their children’s school to do well.  They are not paid but they are chosen by other parents of students in the school to join a group of people called the Board of Governors.  Parent/Carer Governors give ideas and talk to other governors about issues important to all parents.  They help to make decisions about how the school can make sure that children succeed and do their best.

Anyone who is a parent and is interested in the life of the school can volunteer to be a parent governor.  Every parent has something to add.
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	Parent/Carer governors work as part of a team with the head teacher to plan for the school’s future and to help the school achieve its best.
Parent/Carer governors take part in making plans, setting targets and look at how well the school is performing.  You will have a chance to work with others to take an active role in school life and look

for ways of improving it.  It is a very rewarding job and will help all students.
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	Usually, being a parent/carer governor will take around 2 hours of spare time each month.  As well as going to meetings to talk about topics affecting the school, you will also be invited to visit the school and together make decisions about important parts of school life.  Governors are asked to be a ‘critical friend’ who can support and challenge the head teacher and the school.
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You would have lots of help and support.  As part of a team you would be working with other governors with lots of different skills and experiences.  You would not be left to make decisions alone. 
There is free training available to all governors and Effective School Governance is always available to give you advice or answer your questions.


Being a parent/carer governor is enjoyable and rewarding and you can really make a difference.
